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Bill was raised on a farm in rural Manitoba and went on to become a musician and later a professor at Brandon University.  This year he is celebrating his 50th year as a stage performer and 40th year as an educator. His love of music has driven him to collect 30 vintage guitars and write, record and produce over 50 original songs.
Sue-On was born in Southern China, smuggled out to Hong Kong as a toddler, and eventually she and her mom joined her father, who had established a restaurant in rural Manitoba many years before. She married Bill 44 years ago, and went on to raise three kids, run her 265-seat Chinese restaurant, and currently teaches at Brandon University. During all this time she also managed to enthral audiences across two continents with her dynamic vocals and her musicianship on drums and keys.
The Bill and Sue-On Hillman odyssey is in its 5th decade. This journey has led them in tours across Western Canada, the USA, and England. Along the way they have recorded 12 albums and a string of charted singles in Winnipeg and UK studios - London, Newcastle and Durham. They’ve also appeared on countless local and network TV and radio shows and received one of the first MACA Entertainers of the Year Awards (1979/80). They have performed almost every style of music in an astounding variety of venues:
